PRESENTS AN ARCHERY TOURNAMENT
900 Metric Round – August 25, 2013
There will be an archery tournament at the Wheaton Rifle Club on Sunday, August 25th.  It will be a 900 Metric Round, consisting of 90 total shot arrows.  Adults and Juniors shoot 30 arrows each at 60M, 50M, and 40M on the 122cm FITA target face.  JOAD Cubs and Cadets are at 40M, 30M, and 20M.  JOAD Bowmen are at 30M, 25M, and 20M. Targets will also be set at distances for novice shooters as needed and determined by coaches. 
Adult and Junior distances in the morning.  Practice will begin at 8:00 AM and scoring at 9:00 AM.
The afternoon distances are for youth or novice shooters.  Practice will begin at 12:30 PM and scoring will begin at 1:00 PM.  There will be an opportunity to earn JOAD Star Pins at this tournament
These tournaments will be “fun shoots” in every sense of the word.  There will be no judge, no clock, honor system scoring, etc.  Obviously, it is not a “Star FITA” tournament.
The Wheaton Rifle Club is located at:  27W070 North Ave., West Chicago, Illinois.  It is on the north side of North Ave (Rt. 64), four buildings east of County Farm Road.

To help promote archery at the Wheaton Rifle Club, a $10 entry fee will be charged.
